Active Playground Supervision:   Promoting Safe Outdoor Play
Pre/Post Test
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1. Lack of supervision is associated with 20% of playground injuries.

2. Outdoor play allows staff members much needed time to discuss daily activities with other staff members.
3. It is unnecessary for children to use playground equipment according to the manufacturer’s directions as long as they are closely supervised.
4. Outdoor play allows children to be active and makes it easier for them to return to activities that require concentration.
5. If a child has a behavior problem, it is OK to take away outdoor play as a form of discipline.
6. Unless you are a licensed playground inspector, there is little you can do to improve the safety of your playground.
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
