The surface underneath the
monkey bars is concrete and all the wood chips have been kicked away. There are also
sharp sticks lying underneath. The staff person who is supervising the children is seated
where she cannot see Jessica. Although Jessica is determined, her little arms become
tired and slip off the bars. She falls and lands on her wrist, while hitting her head on the
hard ground surface. She also lands on a sharp stick, which punctures her arm. Jessica’s
wrist is fractured and she also suf fers from head, neck and back injuries.
